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1980 Churchill Fellow Steve Biddulph, best known for his bestselling books on raising children, has told us about a special project he is involved in. 
Like many fellow psychologists and others working in child mental health, Steve was involved trying to change the cruel treatment of 
refugee children and parents in Australian detention centres, which finally lead to
the release of all children this year, but not before thousands had suffered long term psychological damage. 

Steve is now leading a project, to create a memorial to the 300 mothers and children who drowned
on a refugee ship that sank in suspicious circumstances on its way to Australia in 2001.
This was the biggest maritime disaster in our region since World War Two. 

The SIEV X National Memorial Committee sought designs for the memorial from school students across the country, and from these designs, a hauntingly beautiful memorial will be built on the shores of Lake Burley Griffin in 2006. Steve hopes this will be a landmark of conscience, from which
Australians will resolve never to let anything like this happen again. The exhibition of entries,
and the proposed design, will be opened by the ACT Chief Minister Jon Stanhope in October 19th
this year, at Canberra City Uniting Church.

Vicki Russell (2001 fellow from Wynyard) is to head off overseas again, this time to research prenatal alcohol exposure (Foetal Alcohol Spectrum Disorder) in the US and Canada.  Vicki says “I will no doubt learn a great deal as minimal policy exists in Australia whilst alcohol use by our young people is escalating.  The connections between alcohol misuse (especially binge drinking), unplanned pregnancy then unconfirmed for approximately 5 weeks, during which time alcohol continues to be consumed at alarming levels is an alarming cycle of events that exposes unborn children to the teratogenic effects of alcohol. The majority of the trip is sponsored through the Drug Education Network to enhance the work we have been doing over the past 18 months. I will be away about 5 weeks.” We will be hoping to pass on more information about this trip in our next newsletter.
